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Regional agreement ‘first of its kind in Canada’

A recent agreement
signed between munici-
palities and First Na-
tions in the Lesser Slave
Lake area is not the kind
of thing that happens ev-
ery day. According to an

invitation The Leader
received for the Sept. 23
signing ceremony, the
Alberta North Central
Alliance agreement
“will be the first of its
kind in Canada.”

If so, that's quite a
feather in the caps of all
wha are involved, solet’s

name them. On the mu-
nicipal side, Slave Lake,
High Prairie, M.D. of
Lesser  Slave  River,
M.D. of Opportunity and
Big Lakes County. First
Nation signatories are
Sawridge, Sucker Creek,
Driftpile, Kapawe’'eno
and Bigstone. Notably

absent is Swan River
First Nation.

Slave Lake Mayor Ty-
ler Warman says vari-
ous other First Nations
and Métis settlement
leaders were invited to
the initial meeting back
in January, “but for their
own reasons they either

They join incumbents

Twin and Kim Hughes.
That might not be a
record number of candi-
dates, but nobody can
complain about not hav-
ing choices. It does pres-
ent some challenges in
getting to know the can-
didates and what they
represent. To help sort
that out, The Leader has
been and will continue to
present profiles on the
candidates. Another op-
portunity is in the candi-
dates’ forum, presented
by the Rotary Club of
Slave Lake. This comes
up on Thursday, Oct. 7
and will be an online for-

mat.

Other than that, most
candidates (maybe even
all) will be making use of
social media to get their
faces and messages out
there. Voting day is on
Monday, Oct. 18.

“We are not different,”
he added. Many issues
on and off reserve are
the same.
